Each of the 4 priorities and their outcomes are listed below:
Priority 1: Good start in life outcomes

e Children and young people will have the best start in life
e Vulnerable families are identified early and supported
e All children are supported to reach their full potential and achieve their
aspirations
Priority 2: Live safely outcomes

e Services will work together to improve lives and outcomes for all children,
young people, and their families

e All children and families get the help they need at the earliest opportunity,
within their own communities

e All children and young people, live safely within their homes and families

e Organisations supporting all children and families will work to a common
practice framework

e All children and young people will be at the heart of our response

e Young people at risk of harm in the community will receive effective help and
protection.

Priority 3: Be happy and healthy outcomes:

e Improving lives of all children

e Children and young people have positive social, emotional, and mental health

e Ensure education settings are inclusive and promote the wellbeing of pupils
and staff

e Children and young people adopt healthy attitudes and habits and enjoy
physical activity and healthy eating in everyday life for benefits to their
physical and mental health

e Children and young people have a positive, informed approach to risk taking

e Children and young people can participate and have a voice

e We will ensure that the transition for young people with specific needs from
children to adult health and social care services is seamless and that they do
not go without services because they reach a specific age.
