275. These are maps of urban centres with roadside NO2 concentration projections for 

2020 or 2021 estimated by national modelling. 2020 projections are provided for the 
five cities and London, whilst 2021 projections are shown for new cities. Roads shown 
in red are estimated to exceed the statutory limit of 40 micrograms per cubic metre 
(µg/m3) whereas those in orange are marginally compliant (38-40 µg/m3). These maps 
relate to areas where modelling suggests more than one road section will have a 
persistent exceedance.  

276. These maps illustrate the highly localised nature of NO2 exceedances. In the 
Technical Report being published alongside this document, the UK government has 
identified Clean Air Zones that include charging as the measure it is able to model 
nationally which will achieve statutory NO2 limit values in towns and cities in the 
shortest possible time. In practice local plans may be able to identify measures that are 
targeted on non-compliant roads, and which can achieve compliance in the shortest 
possible time, but with a lower impact on urban areas than would result from charging 
Clean Air Zones.
