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1. Cleaning of classrooms and office in school premises including the cleaning of toilets are not particularly hazardous activities. However, certain facets of the work such as the use of electrical equipment, use of chemicals, working alone, etc., do have associated hazards. 

2. Management are responsible for arranging and monitoring the health and safety procedures for building and toilet cleaning; not only to maintain satisfactory cleaning standards, but also to ensure that employees and members of the public are not endangered by this particular work activity.

3. All employees should be aware of their legal obligation under Section 7 of the Health & Safety at Work etc Act 1974 to take care for their own safety and for anyone else’s that may be affected by their work activities e.g. pupil/visitors safety during toilet and communal area cleaning, etc.
