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1. The physical education curriculum and the extra-curricular programme both require the same duty of care from teachers and provide many continuing opportunities to involve young people in safety matters.  Awareness of safety is a vitally important part of the learning process and a young person’s development of this will enable greater responsibility to be accepted.

2. The subject area of physical education covers a wide range of activities, including combat, invasion games and athletics.  These activities should be managed safely in accordance with the guidelines below.

3. Playing fields should always be visually swept for any potential hazards before they are used and any dangerous objects should be removed.  Playing fields should be regularly maintained.

4. Physical education equipment should be stored in a reasonably secure manner and a storage system for mats should meet the requirements of fire prevention.  

5. We are adopting the BAALPE document as our policy in this area.
